Evaluation of Applicants

Applicants who have not attempted college credit will be evaluated on high school GPA, ACT scores, and/or high
school equivalency test scores. Applicants who have attempted college credit will be evaluated on retention GPA.
All applicants must maintain a completion rate of 67% and have not attempted more than 95 credit hours.

Notification of Award

Successful applicants will receive an award notice via TCC email directing them to the Financial Aid Dashboard in the
MyTCC portal. This tuition waiver does not include student fees and only covers the non-resident portion of
tuition. Students are not eligible to receive more than one tuition waiver.

Certification
