Should the number of qualified applicants exceed the number of waivers available, applications will be 
considered in the order they are received.  The Fall/Spring priority deadline is July 1.  The Spring priority deadline is 
Nov 1 and Spring only awards are reserved for first-time TCC students, subject to availability.
